Composting Program 

 
×  Food Waste collected in 64 gallon wheeled      

       totes.   

×  Liners and bands are used with the totes to help 

       with cosmetic aspects such as cleanliness.  

 



Interior Collection 

× Food Waste collected in smaller interior 
containers and transported to the outside totes.   

× In larger volume areas totes could be brought 
into work area ï will remain clean due to use of 
the liners. 



Exterior Collection 

× Food Waste is stored outside in the lined 

containers.     

× Containers are lockable to prevent unwanted 

openings.  Chains are able to be wound through 

handles to prevent totes from leaving premises. 



Collection Process 

Truck can unload 3 totes per lift. Necessary height clearance is 

18 feet. Preferred tote location is ground level.

× The larger points of concern 

are materials being collected 

and the manner of which 

contaminants can be kept out.
